Yet according to information
that’ s presented by the writer, history suggested that
the Roman Catholic Church had a meeting to decide the
contents of the Bible that we know today, and that Jesus
is merely a mortal prophet stood out from the norm. Since ‘i
history has always been written by those who won the | |
war, this argument does have a firm footing in arguing |
that the Bible is an altered version of the real records.

Aside from the gripping storyline, the relation of
the elements to real life is very accurate as well. All
organizations, artwork and even religious establishments
are real, with buildings and physical objects to backup
that claim. This gives a very different taste when you read
through the details. You can really get a feeling of ‘wow!
Sothat” showtheydoit’ when reading how everything
eventually works out. The French Judicial police (think
French FBI), Opus Dei (an American religious agency) and the Vatican Church
are all prominent organizations in real life. Alongside organizations, Mr.
Brown also gives a small introductory whenever a special vehicle or weapon
is used by our main characters. | guess that clears up the confusion when
non-experts read the phrase "H&K USP9 45 ACP” .

Ifyou made ituntilthis bit of the review, |guessyou’ reinterestedinthe
book. If you are faint-hearted or can’ t stand large amounts of knowledge,
this book isn” t for you. If you find enjoyment in being cooped up for 36
hours just to read a book, give this a try! | believe there” s one in the school
library, quietly waiting for the right person to pick it up.

The Youth Forum for S3 students was held on the 21st November in the
Lecture Theatre. The topic for the'forum is “There are more drawbacks than
Benefits on going on working holiday”™ .Thewhole section was divided into three
parts: speakers expressing ideas, questions from think-tankers and questions
from the audiences.

3A, as a teacher, expressed that students can gain more experience from
working holidays which is favourfor university applications, but at the same time,
a cultural shock may be a severe consequence if students cannot adapt to the
foreign environment in time.

Speaking from the perspective of parents, 3B representatives thought that
their children could explore and learn from different cultures during working
holiday but they might be treated unfairly and face racial discrimination.

Meanwhile, 3C speakers who'are speaking on behalf of the students raised
other concerns. They explained that going on working heoliday can enjoy a
greater degree of autonomy; but on the other hand, they fear that language

barrier would be a hindrance when making new friends or adapting to a new
environment.

3D, representing the local employers, said that employing working holiday
workers could ensure a highly quality labor flow as they would usually be more
eager to work and their qualifications were guaranteed by the government.
