Mr. Clayton Ma joined our school earlier this year. In this
interview, Mr. Ma shared with us why he wishes to pursue
a teaching career and more about himself.

How Mr. Ma Embarked on His Teaching Career

“Since I was a secondary school student, I have already developed a keen
interest in becoming a teacher;” Mr. Ma said. After he graduated from
university, he took a Postgraduate Diploma in Education Programme
(PGDE) to equip himself to be a competent teacher. Earlier this year,
he joined our school as a teaching assistant to help draft questions for
WinMaths, our school’s computerised database for mathematics learning.
In September, he took up a teaching position. In that capacity, he hopes
that he can arouse students’ interest in science.

Mr. Ma Adapting Himself to the New Environment

Mr. Ma teaches junior form Information Technology and senior form
Physics. Despite the fact that it is his first year being a teacher, he has no
difficulty adapting himself to the new environment here. “While I was
getting my PGDE, I worked at other schools so I had the chance to acquire
knowledge of teaching and classroom management, which is something
novice teachers often find challenging. That helped me adapt quickly to
this environment and focus on teaching;” he explained.

Knowing that Mr. Ma has to teach a S.6 Physics class, we would like to know
ifhe can cope well with the pressure of that. He said that teaching the class
and gaining trust from the students are certainly challenging but he was
thankful that there was a smooth handover of that class. “The colleague
who previously taught the class reserved ample time and opportunities
for me and the students to familiarise with each other during the summer
vacation. Also, the students are well-behaved and mature. The class is thus
well run,” he pointed out.

Mr. Ma assists in STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering and
Mathematics) activities at school and we asked him his thoughts about
STEM.

“Actually, I prefer calling the educational approach STEAM to STEM.
The A in STEAM refers to the Arts. They are related to humanism
and humanistic qualities, which I think are important components of

science,” Mr. Ma suggested. His view of STEAM is that it is not only
about scientific discovery but also about solving human problems
for the betterment of the society. It is vital for us to be aware of the
problems facing ourselves. Mr Ma said, “We should be sensitive to the
surroundings. STEAM can consequently be adopted to solve different
problems in society, and improve quality of life”

Mr. Ma Outside the Classroom

Many people think that Mr. Ma is a tall athletic man.
However, they are wrong. “Many people think that I play
basketball. In fact, I hardly ever play basketball. I like
exploring Hong Kong though,” he recounted. When he
was a student, he liked walking the streets of our city.
The longest distance he walked is from Tsuen Wan to
Kwun Tong! He also enjoyed hiking and camping. He
used the game Grand Theft Auto as a metaphor for his
interests. “It’s like driving a racing car and checking in,”
he chuckled.

Now, Mr. Ma sometimes rides a bike or drives a car
to explore places inaccessible except by bike or car.
Moreover, he explores the history of different places. “It’s
fascinating that you can understand the background of a
place by simply looking at the Chinese and English name
of a street,” he exclaimed.

Words for Students

Mr. Ma discovered his interest when he was a secondary
student and he encouraged students to put effort into
doing the same. “Secondary education is precious as it
gives you enough time to discover your interest. Seize the
moment. Find your interest. That can help you progress
rapidly and you will not regret it,” he advised.
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
